
RECORD OF THE REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

COUNCIL OF ORANGE COUNTY, INDIANA  

 APRIL 15, 2021 AT 5:00PM 

 

 OFFICIALS PRESENT were Council members Matt Henderson, Alan Waynick, Chad Hager, Robin Stackhouse, Jack 

Hinkle, John Robert (Bob) McDonald, and Zach Brown. Also present was Auditor Lonnie Stroud, Sheriff Josh Babcock.  

Chad Hager led in the Pledge to the Flag. Bob McDonald gave prayer.  

Council President, Chad Hager called the meeting to order.  

Minutes from March 18th meeting minutes were reviewed. Motion to approve the minutes as written was made Alan 

Waynick seconded by Robin Stackhouse, and carried 7-0. 

Sheriff Josh Babcock gave March stats and the jail had 72 inmates as of this evening. Also, Sheriff presented the Council 

with the completed Jail Inspection Report. 

Auditor Stroud presented the Council with an amended salary Ordinance for the Prosecutor 2nd Deputy.  It was 

discovered that the Salary Ordinance did not match the approved budget. The split for the second deputy was supposed to be 

$45,000 from IV-D Child Support and $15,000 from LIT Public Safety. Instead of the 50-50 split that was in the original 

ordinance. Motion to approve the corrected ordinance was made by Matt Henderson, seconded by Zach Brown, and carried 7-0. 

Stroud presented the request for real estate property abatement continuation of the Robinson Auction Services. Motion to 

continue the Abatement was made by Matt Henderson, seconded by Jack Hinkle, and carried 7-0. Stroud reported that the 

County received a financial year report from the Orange County Humane Society that showed a loss of $3,183.65. Stroud 

concluded by reporting that the Council and commissioners will be doing a joint training on financial planning for the County 

on May 14th. The County will be hearing about the relief money that will be coming to the County and how they can plan for 

future building projects.  

Additional appropriations and transfers were presented and passed with proper motion and vote. 

With no further business to discuss the motion to adjourn was made by Matt Henderson, seconded by Jack Hinkle, and 

carried 7-0.
